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Making your own Jeopardy Skeleton
Introduction:  Making you own jeopardy skeleton is one of the best ways to understand how the entire process works. Whether you make your own, or use a skeleton that has been supplied to you, make sure you save the completed product as something else or you’ll lose the skeleton.
The Title Page: (Slide One)
 1. Open a new PowerPoint presentation
 2. Go to Format, Slide Layout and choose a blank slide or one 

     that will work for you

 3. Go to Insert, Picture, Word Art. Find a font, and style that 

     you like. Once you’ve adjusted the size, consider adding a 

     picture or sound
  4. You might want to put “ Mrs. Jones Science Jeopardy”, or 

      “Science Jeopardy”

The Board: (Slide Two)

  1. Go to slide two

  2. Click on the rectangle icon on the Draw toolbar
  3. Draw a small box. You’ll need one small enough to place 5  

     columns of 6 boxes for a total of 30 boxes on the slide. Try

     making a box that is about 3.5 cm horizontal and 2 cm vertical 

     on a full screen
  4. Copy the box and paste 5 columns of 6 boxes as you space

      them to fill the entire slide like a jeopardy game board 

                         



 5. Go to Insert, Textbox, and choose a font and size
 6. Type the names of the categories at the top of each column 

 7. Repeat this process for all five category titles

 8. Go to Insert, Textbox and type “100” in size 40 font in the

     second box of the first column

 9. Work with the colors of the numbers to get a contrast you like
10. Copy the “100” and paste it across the second row

11. Repeat this process for the “200” through “500” rows

The Game Questions: (Slides 3 -28)
 1. Go to blank slide, type in Category 1: 100 Points. 40 to 44 

    makes a good font size for this part

 2. Next do Category 1: 200 Points
 3. Continue this process, moving down the columns, left to right

     until you complete Category 5: 500 Points

 4. On slide 28, type in Final Jeopardy
 5. Now we’ll link these 26 slides to the game board

 6. Go to your 3rd slide (Category 1: 100 Points)
 7. Click on Slide Show, Action Button, choose the box with the

     home

 8. Size the box and move it to the upper right corner of your 3rd 

     slide

 9. Click hyperlink to:, Slide…, Slide2, Ok, Ok
 10. Repeat this process until all of your Question Slides are 

       linked back to the game board

Linking the Board:
  1. Now you need to link the Categories on the game board to the 

     question slides

  2. Go to the “game board” slide (#2)

  3. Click on the “100” box of the first column

  4. Go to Slide Show, drop down to Action Settings…, click

      Hyperlink to.., drop to and click slide, click 3. Category1: 100 ,

      click Ok
  5. This same process will be used for all the numbered boxes on 

      your game board 

  6. Make sure you’re linking to the correct slides! 

Final Jeopardy:
  1. Go to the second slide (game board)

  2. Go to Slide Show, Action Button, and select the box with the 

     question mark in the center
  3. Size and place the box in the lower right hand corner of the 

      game board

  4. Click Hyperlink to:, Slide, 28. Final Jeopardy, Ok
Clean Up:

  1. Go to Slide Show, View Show, and make sure all of your links 

     work

  2. Correct any problems

  3. Save your new blank as “ Jeopardy Skeleton”

  4. When you use this to put actual questions on, be sure to save

       it as something else or you’ll lose the blank that could last 

       you forever!

  5. As you improve your skills, you’ll want to improve on this blank. 

      This is just the basic………………….have fun!
