Playing Science Jeopardy in Class

Setting up the class:  

· Divide the class into 4 to 6 groups based on the class size

· Give each group a dry erase board and marker pen ( you can cut up a sheet from a home supply store for under one dollar a board)
· Have each group select a recorder and a spokesperson (only the spokesperson may choose categories from the board and only answers written on the board are acceptable)

· Write a scoreboard on your blackboard for the players to follow
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· Timing for each question is 30 seconds

· Begin playing with Team 1’s spokesperson telling you the  category name and level question that they would like to answer
· After 30 seconds have the recorders from each team show their erase boards

· If they are right, they get the points, if they are wrong they loose the points.

· You can let the next team choose the next question, or allow the same team to choose as long as they continue to be correct

Running the Game:
· Open the file for “Virginia Geology Jeopardy”
· Single click on “slide show”, next click on “view show”
· The introduction screen should now be seen
· One more click will get you to the game board
· One click on the game board’s selected category will get you to the correct category, one more click will reveal the question
· Click on the house in the upper right hand corner to return to the game board
· After all categories have been selected you can click on the dark spot on the lower right hand part of the game board to go to “Final Jeopardy”
*Have every student fill out their own game sheet blank with the questions and answers so they can be used as a study guide.
