Start Up Directions for Spark

· Be sure to charge up the Spark units before using them.  Overnight is a good idea.  A green light indicates that the unit is fully charged.  A red flashing light means that the unit is charging.  
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Turn the units on by pushing and holding the on button in that is located on the bottom of the unit.  
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· When the start up screen appears, connect a probe to the top of the unit.  The screen will change to show you what kinds of data can be collected by the sensor.  
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Select the data you wish to display by highlighting it on the touch screen.  
· Press the Show icon on the bottom of the screen.  A graph should appear.  (You can change from a graph to a chart, digital display, and a scale reading by forwarding though the page icon that is located at the top of the screen.)  
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· [image: image5.emf][image: image6.emf][image: image7.emf]To start collecting data, press one of the two buttons located on the top face of the unit or by touch the green arrow located in the bottom left of the touch screen.  Stop collecting data by pressing the button again.  
· The data will need to be resized to be seen more easily.  Select the graph tool icon in the lower left corner, just above the green arrow.  A menu will appear on the right side of the screen.  

· Then, touch the resize icon to make the data fit the graph.  Any trends should be readily seen by using this function.  
· To delete old runs, select the tool icon and then go into the Manage Runs folder.  Delete the runs that you wish to remove.
